The 2009 MSA English Rally Championship Drivers title was won by Jon Ballinger , with Alistair 
Douglas  as the Champion Co-driver and for the second year in succession Dave Bennett  and Alistair 
McNeil  were the BTRDA RALLY FIRST winners. 
 
We sincerely thank the Championship primary sponsors Silverstone Competition Tyres  and Millers  
Oils,  together with Holfeld Pumps Fluid Handling Specialists , and acknowledge the generous 
support from Mintex, Richard Egger Insurance , and Rallyusedparts.co.uk.     
 
The 2010 Silverstone Tyres BTRDA® Rally Series will again incorporate three separate Championships; 
the prestigious Silverstone Tyres Gold Star Championship , the Silverstone Tyres Silver Star 
Championship  exclusively for 2 wheel drive cars, and the Millers Oils  BTRDA 1400 Championship.  
It will consist of 8 classic one day National B forest events with the 6 best scores to count. The spread 
of events throughout the year helps to makes the Series cost effective for all competitors.   
 
BTRDA® Rally First  was introduced in 2008 to encourage more people to participate in UK forest stage 
rallying at the lowest possible cost.  Rally First cars are standard production cars up to 1400cc with only 
minor modifications, so preparation and running costs are lower than any other type of stage rally car, 
whilst reliability has shown to be very high. The BTRDA® Rally First  Challenge  will run on 7 of the 
events with best 5 scores to count. The increase in competitors in 2009 has shown the success of the 
formula and we are looking to make it even more attractive and exciting for 2010. 
 
A further new opportunity for competitors will be the F1000 Forest Challenge run jointly with the F1000 
Club which will run on the same 7 events of the BTRDA Rally First Challenge.   
 
Another success in 2009 has been the MG ZR Rally Challenge which in 2010 will continue to provide 
an extra incentive for competitors with MG ZR / Rover 25 cars.    
 
The MSA English Rally Championship  will expand in 2010 with the inclusion of an additional event, 
an extra class and some Junior awards.

1. BTRDA Ltd. will organise and promote the 2010 Silverstone Tyres BTRDA Rally Series 

incorporating the BTRDA Gold Star
®

 Rally Championship, the BTRDA Silver Star
®

 Championship, 
the Millers Oils BTRDA 1400 Championship, BTRDA Rally First, MG ZR Rally Challenge and the 
Team Challenge. The Championships will be run in accordance with the General Regulations of 
the Motor Sports Association (MSA) and these regulations. Permit No 2010/5350 has been 
issued by the MSA. 

 

The Championships are open to fully paid-up members of the BTRDA
®

.  Acceptance for the 
Championships will be acknowledged by the issue of a registration card which must be produced 
at documentation on each event. Championship registration will close after round five.  

 
2. The Silverstone Tyres BTRDA Rally Series will consist of 8 qualifying events and competitors best 

6 scores will count. If through ‘force majeure’ any of the qualifying rounds cannot taken place the 
BTRDA reserve the right to either include another event on the same date or to alter the number of 
scores to count. On all BTRDA Rally Series events, cars up to and including 1400cc will run as a 
seeded group in advance of the main field.  

 
3. The allocation of Championship points will be based on the final results of the Championship 

events. Championship points will be awarded after each event and published in Championship 
Bulletins and / or on the Championship web site.  These interim Championship points will become 
final 7 days after the publication of the Championship Bulletin. The end of year Championship 
points will become final 7 days after the publication of the final Championship Bulletin.     

 
4. Any ties will be decided in favour of the competitor with the greatest number of maximum scores 

within their best six scores. In the event of a further tie the greatest number of second highest 
scores shall decide and so on. Should this fail to resolve the tie then reference will be made to the 
competitor’s 7th score and finally their 8th score.  If this fails to resolve the tie then joint awards will be 
presented. 

 

5. Competitors must display the Championship decals as specified by BTRDA
®

 on any qualifying 
event. Once a competitor has registered for the Championship it is not possible to de-register. 
Even if Championship decals are removed, either member of the crew may still be counted as a 
BTRDA

®
 registered competitor for the allocation points, even though they may not be awarded 

any individual points.   
 
6. Any vehicles used by registered contenders may be subject to random eligibility and capacity 

checks throughout the year. These checks will be carried out by the Championship Scrutineers 
and/or members of the MSA Technical Commission who shall be considered Judges of Fact in 
matters of eligibility. In the event of a car being found ineligible for any reason, then the penalties 
specified in MSA Regulations [C:3.5.3] shall apply. The competitor will be responsible for any costs 
they incur as a result of eligibility checking, whether found eligible or otherwise.   

 
7. Championship registration does not guarantee an entry on events. It is the responsibility of 

competitors to enter events in sufficient time.  BTRDA Ltd cannot enter into any correspondence 
or discussion about event entries or event seeding. However Championship events have agreed 
to favourably consider all entries from BTRDA registered competitors. 

 
8. All cars must be fitted with mud flaps in accordance with R:48.1.12. Minimum thickness of 4mm.  
 
9. Spill kits as specified in J:5.20.13 must be carried in every car.  
 
10. Rotary engined cars. Vehicles fitted with a Rotary engine will have an equivalence of 1:1.7.  
 
11. A competitor shall not take time off school to participate in motor sport without the prior written 

approval of their school. [H:7.1] 
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12. Any query concerning these regulations or the running of the Championship must be referred to 
the BTRDA Rallies Committee via the Championship Co-ordinators. Any subsequent protest must 
be referred in writing to the BTRDA Panel of Stewards via the BTRDA Ltd Secretary within the 
time limits set out in the MSA Year Book. The BTRDA Panel of Stewards comprises any three 
from Mike Sones, Mike Stephens, Neil Mackay, Simon Harris and Terry Moore.  

 
13. In the event of a variance between these Championship Regulations and the BTRDA General 

Championship Rules, these Championship Regulations take precedence. The Championship 
organisers reserve the right to grant waivers to disabled competitors.

Permitted Fuels:  Competitors are permitted to use only fuel that conforms to the definitions of 
Pump Fuels in the 2010 MSA Yearbook or fuel that complies with FIA Appendix J, Article 252, Art 
9.  No other fuels are permitted.  
 

2.     The Championships will be divided into 7 vehicle classes:  
All forced induction engines (except diesel engines) are subject to an additional capacity coefficient 
of 1.7 to 1.  [J 5.4.1] 
Class N3  Current and former FIA Group N cars over 1400cc up to and including 2000cc 
Class N4  Current and former FIA Group N cars over 2000cc and FIA Super 2000 cars  

All other vehicles that comply with the 2010 MSA Technical Regulations for Stage Rallies 
Class B10   Over 1400cc up to and including 1600cc 
Class B11  Over 1600cc up to and including 2000cc 
Class B12   Over 2000cc two wheel drive 
Class B13  Over 2000cc four wheel drive cars that do not qualify for Class N4 or WR1. 
Class WR1       Over 2000cc four wheel drive cars with a sequential gearbox.   
 

3.  To be eligible for the Group N classes, cars must be currently on the list of FIA homologated cars in 
Group N, or added to it during the period of the Championship, or formerly listed and still in 
compliance with their homologation papers. In addition to complying with MSA Technical and Safety 
Regulations, cars in Group N may only be modified in the manner described in the 2010 FIA 
Yearbook. Modifications published in the monthly official FIA Motor Sports Bulletin may be 
incorporated at the date given. Valid homologation papers must be carried in the car and be available 
for inspection by Championship or Event Scrutineers.   

 
4. All cars in Class N4 will be eligible for the BTRDA Production Cup . In addition there will be a 

Clubman Production Cup  for earlier model N4 cars that still comply with their homologation 
papers. Eligible vehicles include:-   
�  Subaru Imprezas up to and including FIA homologation N 5480.  This is often described as the 
Classic shaped Impreza which ran from 1993 to 2000. (Before N8’s)  
�  Mitsubishi Evo’s up to and including FIA homologation N 5585.   (Before Evo 7)  
�  Other previously homologated Group N4 cars that still comply with their homologation papers.     

 

5. Each registered driver/co-driver will score points according to the position they gain in each 
qualifying event. Points will be awarded as follows:- 

 a) Overall Gold Star® and Silver Star® Drivers & Co-drivers Championships: 
30 points to the highest placed registered driver/co-driver, 28 points to the second, 27 points to the 
third and so on down to 2 points to the twenty eighth placed driver/co-driver and every subsequent 
driver/co-driver who finish the event. 1 point will be awarded to every non-finisher.  
Gold Star bonus points will be added to the overall points scores of all drivers/co-drivers that finish 
the event in the following classes:- Class B13 � 1 point, Class N4 � 2 points, Class B12 � 3 points, 
Class B11 � 4 points, Class N3 � 5 points, Class B10 � 6 points.  The maximum points score 
including bonus points on any event is 30.   
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 (b) Class Awards: 
20 points to the highest placed registered driver/co-driver in each BTRDA class, 18 points to the 
second, 17 points to the third and so on down to 2 points to the eighteenth placed driver/co-driver 
and every subsequent driver/co-driver who finish the event. 1 point will be awarded to every non-
finisher. 
 

6. Competitors must display the Championship decals as specified which will be provided. These 
include a championship sponsors panel and a screen strip or forward facing decal.

2 The Millers Oils BTRDA 1400 Championship will be divided into three competition classes:- 
 Class 1.4L - All current and former FIA Group N1 cars; cars that comply with a recognised ‘UK One 

Make Challenge’ technical specification; cars complying with BTRDA Rally First regulations but with 
non standard transmissions. 
Class 1.4C  – Cars up to 1400cc with a maximum of 8 valve engines, plus cars up to 1,000cc not 
eligible for class F1000/RF1.0. Cars must not have remote reservoir suspension. 
Class 1.4S  - All other cars up to 1400cc including current and former FIA Group A5 cars.  
 

NB:  See also BTRDA Rally First  - Classes RF1.4 and RF1.0      (Page 11) 
 

To be eligible for Group N, cars must be currently on the list of FIA homologated cars in Group N, 
or added to it during the period of the Championship, or formerly listed and still in compliance with 
their homologation papers. In addition to complying with MSA Technical and Safety Regulations, 
Group N cars may only be modified in the manner described in the 2010 FIA Yearbook. 
Modifications published in the monthly official FIA Motor Sports Bulletin may be incorporated at the 
date given.   
Recognised ‘UK One Make Challenge’ cars (list available from Championship Co-ordinator) which 
are not homologated but which comply with their latest published Challenge technical regulations 
are eligible for Class 1.4L.  
Valid homologation papers and / or One Make Challenge technical regulations must be carried within 
the car and be available for inspection by Championship or Event Scrutineers.   

 

3. All cars (except recognised UK One Make Challenge cars) must comply with the following 
requirements.  
¨  No electronics are allowed in transmissions / differentials / suspension or brake parts (except 

ABS if originally fitted). 
¨  A maximum of 5 forward gears of standard H pattern change unless originally fitted with 6 

gears as standard. No sequential gearboxes or gear-change kits allowed unless fitted as 
standard. 

¨  Extended wheel arches, boot lids, tailgates, bonnets, side and rear windows, and front and 
rear bumpers may be made of composite materials. All other panels must be made of the 
original manufacturer’s material. Bodywork should be presented at pre-event scrutineering in 
good condition. 

¨  If in the opinion of the Series Scrutineer and Championship Co-ordinators a car is not within 
the spirit of the rules it may be deemed ineligible to score Class or Championship points. 

 

4. On all events, cars contesting the Millers Oils BTRDA 1400 Championship are required to only use 
tyres selected from the Silverstone Competition Tyres range. (This applies to gravel tyres only). 
Service & Sport , on behalf of Silverstone Competition Tyres will be providing a complete tyre 
support service on each event. Competitors should contact Service & Sport to discuss their 
requirements.  Email: jfreeman@serviceandsport.com  or james@serviceandsport.com,  Tel: 
01704 898940.  Cars with 10” or 12” diameter wheels are exempt from this requirement but Service 
& Sport will assist in finding suitable tyres.
