Welcome to the 2010  SILVERSTONE COMPETITION TYRES BTRDA Rally Series an d the MSA English Rally 
Championship, organised by the BTRDA. 
 

The Silverstone Competition Tyres BTRDA Rally Series 20 10 incorporates: - 
·  Silverstone Tyres Gold Star® Championship  – open to all cars over 1400cc 
·  Silverstone Tyres Silver Star® Championship  – open to all 2 wheel drive cars over 1400cc 
·  Millers Oils BTRDA 1400 Championship  – for all vehicles up to and including 1400cc   
·  BTRDA Rally First – provides a competitive budget rally formula for standard cars up to 1400cc [runs on 7 events]. 
·  MG ZR Rally Challenge – for any MG ZR / Rover 25 car up to 1400cc.    
·  BTRDA Production Cup  for Group N4 cars and the Clubman Production Cup  for earlier model Gp N cars 
 

The MSA English Rally Championship  is exclusively for 2 wheel drive cars up to 2 litre and five of the seven 
championship events are also part of the BTRDA Rally Series. BTRDA Rally Series registration includes automatic 
eligibility for the MSA English Championship if the competition car is eligible.  
The MSA English Championship has a ‘class based’ format so that competitors from any of the 5 classes have an equal 
chance of winning the overall championship titles.  
 

Championship Registration which includes all of the above (where eligible) is £40 for Drivers and £30 for Co-drivers (or 
£65 per crew) and includes BTRDA Club membership.  Under 25’s for FREE.  If you are fortunate enough to be under 
25 years of age on 1st Jan 10 and this is your first year with the BTRDA Rally Series or the MSA English Rally 
Championship then your Championship Registration and BTRDA Club Membership are completely free!

2010 BTRDA RALLY SERIES REGULATIONS  
Page 5 item 2 - Class WR1:  The reference to ‘sequential gearbox’ does not include mechanical bolt-on kits that modify 
the gear change operation of an existing H pattern gearbox,  which can be returned to normal operation by the 
replacement of the kit with the normal gearlever.

Competitors must display the relevant Championship decals as specified. The first decals are provided free. Any 
replacements can be obtained from the Championship Co-ordinators at the BTRDA desk before each event (a small 
donation to the BTRDA Rally Safety fund).

  MSA English, BTRDA Rally First and MG ZR Rally Ch allenge > A + C with B optional   
 

A    Sponsors panel on the front leading edge of the door or on the panel just ahead of the door. 
B   The BTRDA / Silverstone Championship Screen Strip which can be trimmed to fit. As an alternative if you already 
have a non conflicting screen strip (ie: not a tyre company) then the Championship Screen Strip must be fitted to the front 
leading edge of the bonnet.        
C   Championship door squares.    
 

Registered Co-drivers who are competing with a non registered Driver must carry the traditional BTRDA Motorsport 
Championship decals which are available from the BTRDA desk on request. 
Please work with us and our Championship Sponsors on this matter. Their continuing support is essential to provide the 
continuation of the Championship and its prize fund and awards.     
 
ON EVENT FUEL SUPPLIER / REFUEL ZONES 
Vital Equipment Ltd, the company that supplies fuel for the World Rally Championship, will also be providing an on-event 
refuel service at all 8 events in the BTRDA Rally Series in 2010.

You are also assured of receiving a 
consistent quality fuel. Extra time is allowed in the event schedule to use the refuel zone.  
If you have any doubts about the benefits of using a refuel facility, just talk to any competitor who uses them.
