There are times in rallying, a sport we all love so much, when it becomes very difficult to
rationalise the immense buzz of competing with the shock and tragedy of losing someone like
Martyn. Far better words have been penned since that sad day than can be written here, but
what is very clear is not just the obvious pleasure and enjoyment that Martyn got from his
rallying, but also the high regard in which he was held as a friend and a competitor.

Whenever Martyn and Richard arrived at signing on they would usually be followed by a host of
friends and family and Richard would patiently wait for telephone numbers to be given in order
to fill in sms text results forms for all and sundry who would be following them over the
weekend. They were as a team, by far the biggest users of the results service, testament itself
to the support they both had in their rallying.

Martyn and Richard have been members of the BTRDA since 2008, although it was not a good
start for them with three events and three retirements. Their enthusiasm however never
waned and in 2009 they were back showing their full potential with a first and second and one
retirement out of the three events started. When you bear in mind that Messrs Middleton,
Pinchen and Black were in full flow, this was no mean effort at all and they became a name
being talked about and to be watched. This year they were challenging again with only a
retirement on the Somerset keeping them out of the top places. However demonstrating their
fighting spirit they came back on the next round, the Plains, to take maximum points, making
this tragic incident all the more poignant. Far greater a challenge that weekend it seemed than
beating the 1400 boys, and all the more amusing for it, was watching Martyn struggle to get
food into little Charlie!

Martyn’s enthusiasm and enjoyment for his rallying made him a greatly valued member of the
Championship and someone who will not be forgotten. All at BTRDA offer their sincerest
condolences to his wife Cath, young son Charlie and all Martyn’s family and many friends at
this very difficult time and also wish Richard a speedy recovery.

CHAMPIONSHIP ELIGIBILITY SCRUTINEERING

In order to assist with the possible sealing of an engine or gearbox competitors are requested to
make provision for scrutineers wire seals to be applied. Every engine/gearbox should have
available predrilled 1/160 diameter holes in accessible locations to ensure they can be effectively
sealed. If wire sealing holes are not available then the engine or gearbox may be checked
forthwith.

(a) Sump - cross drilled holes through retaining screws, bolts or studs

(b) Head - cross drilled holes through two adjoining head bolt / studs or rocker / cam cover bolts or
studs.

(c) Gearbox - end plate bolts or screws or any gear access plate bolts or screws. The
Championship Scrutineer may seal or mark components and assemblies for conformity checking.
Any seals or marks applied may only be removed with the Scrutineer’s written permission.
